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APIKAL PERIODONTITISI TAKLIT EDEN MALIGN LEZYONLAR

Malign nonendodontik periapikal lezyonlar nadir gortilen bir tanidir ve bu durum hakkinda
az sayida olgu bildirimi ve retrospektif calisma bildirilmistir. Dtistik gértilme sikligi ve bu
konunun cok az arastirilmasi nedeniyle, dis hekimligi hizmetlerinde ciddi tani hatalar
gozlenmektedir. Bu anlamda, bu sunumun amaci, endodontik patolojik durumlan taklit eden
malign lezyonlar hakkinda glintimuze kadar yayinlanan bilgileri, klinik, radyolojik ve
histopatolojik 6zellikleri kapsamli bir analize tabi tutmaktir. Bu sunum, endodontistlerin ve
cene cerrahlarinin bilingli kararlar vermesini saglayarak tanisal dogrulugu artirabilecek

bilgiler sunmaktadir.

Malignant nonendodontic periapical lesions are a rare diagnosis and few case reports and
retrospective studies have been reported on this condition. Due to the low incidence and
under-researched nature of this topic, serious diagnostic errors are observed in dental
services. In this sense, the aim of this presentation is to provide a comprehensive analysis of
the information published to date on malignant lesions mimicking endodontic pathological
conditions and their clinical, radiological and histopathological features. This presentation
provides information that can improve diagnostic accuracy, enabling endodontists and

maxillofacial surgeons to make informed decisions.
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
